The wood fibres are linked under heat

(220¡C) and under high pressure (3 100 t/cm2)

by natural binders (wood lignin) and other

additives (3% wax, 2% phenolic resin). 

When they come out of the hydraulic presses,

the panels, with a density of 920 kg/m3

(twice that of wood) are cut to siding

elements of various widths, then grooved

according to the various section shapes.

For maximal durability, the siding, in the

factory, receives four protective coats of

acrylic paint, oven baked at 160¡, plus an

anti-UV treatment.

(hidden) on a regular lathwork, while

respecting the rules for installation of

ventilated fa•ades.  For trim finish, CANEXEL

proposes a line of installation accessories, to

match the various section shapes and colours.
